FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Who is eligible to apply for the “I’m One in a Million” Scholarship?
Any student who is currently enrolled full-time or part-time in a higher education institution in
California. This may include community/junior colleges, private and public colleges and
universities, graduate universities, and trade/technical/vocational schools. AB540
students are eligible for this scholarship opportunity.

I will be a freshman in college this upcoming fall (2010). Am | eligible for this
scholarship?

Unfortunately not. You must be currently enrolled in college to be eligible, which
means that you must have completed at least one semester of classes or taking college
courses at some point during the duration of the scholarship contest (March-June
2010).

| am an international student. Can | apply?
Yes, the only requirement is that you are currently enrolled in college in California.

Do | have to submit an entry in all three categories—a poster, a TV ad,

and a written word statement?

No, you can pick one category to focus on, but may choose to submit up to one
entry in each category if you wish. Note: you may enter each of the three
categories only one time.

How much can | win, and what can | use the scholarship for?

A minimum of 20 scholarships will be awarded in the amounts of $500 to $1,000.
Scholarship winners may use the award for tuition, books, rent/room & board,
and/or other expenses specifically related to your education.

How will I know if | received a scholarship or not?
Scholarship recipients will be notified by email, phone, and letter in mid- to late-
August. Winners will also be posted on our website at that time.
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
